There are three lines for this season.

"New Classic" - representation with comfort / Variation on the classical hats.

"Street cap" - protection with convenience / Compilation of soft and hard.

"Occasion" - celebration with enjoyment / The hats to play with.

Materials and fabrics: fur felt (velours, melousine), knitted wool, silk 
taffeta, tulle, waterproof fabrics, knitted cotton, leather

Colours: basically reserved and low-keyed, a lot of black, dark brown, midnight 
blue or very dark bottlegreen, only a little of red and orange on the "top".

The hats can be combined with different dress styles, from casually sporty to 
classically elegant. For young and old.
Choice materials are cast into elementary forms. No detail is left to chance.

Hand made in Germany with the most careful processing.
